nual Christel House Open international charity golf tourna-
ment. The local event took place on Monday, June 9, 2008 at
the Eagle Ranch Golf Club in Eagle, Colorado, about twenty
miles west of the Lodge. Proceeds from the event were
raised for Christel House International and the Vail Valley
Charitable Fund.

Christel House International is a non-profit public charity
helping children around the world to break the cycle of
poverty and become self-sufficient, contributing members of
society. Christel House learning centers — located in India,
Mexico, South Africa, the United States and Venezuela —
provide education, nutrition, health care, character and life-
skills development for children. The organization has re-
ceived a Four Star rating from Charity Navigator and is
celebrating its tenth year anniversary in 2008.

The Vail Valley Charitable Fund (VVCF) helps people who
live and work in Eagle County that have overwhelming fi-
nancial needs due to medical crises. To date, the organization
has assisted six hundred individuals and families in Eagle
County, and has raised and dispersed more than $5 million
dollars.

The local event the Christie Lodge helped sponsor was one
of 21 tournament sites spanning five continents. More than
